Statement of Intent

All children learn and grow in their understanding of socially appropriate and desirable behaviour. In the pre-school the practitioners continually work with social behaviour by being    role models worthy of imitation.  
 Aims

Our aims are as our children work and play, the practitioners 

· Encourage respect and care of self, others, and the environment

· Encourage the learning of self-control. 

Method
Most children experience social difficulties at some time in their development. There are many ways that practitioners help children to better integrate into the settings group. They might:  

· Redirect the child to a new focus or activity 

·  Gain the child’s attention with a look, gesture or word to make them aware of our observations. 
· Remove the child from the situation and engage them with an adult-led task. This stops the inappropriate behaviour, refocuses the child’s attention, and enables them to calm down. When appropriate the child returns to the group. 

· Other strategies may be employed e.g. more one-to-one. 

· The above strategies need to be consistent 

Our setting supports the child’s right to a nourishing, supportive and appropriate environment.
